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1 Summary of Findings

The primary finding of this research is that on RTÉ’s leading news programmes from January 1st 2008 to June 14th 2008, 63% of the contributors to news items which focused on the Lisbon Treaty were supporting a Yes vote. 

Three television programmes (Six One News, Nine News and Questions & Answers) and three radio programmes (Morning Ireland, News At One and Drivetime News) were analysed over this timeframe via RTÉ’s website. The following is a summary of the report’s main findings:

· RTÉ’s coverage of the Lisbon Treaty campaign was unbalanced with contributors from the Yes side making up 62.75% of speakers in discussions and news items focusing on the Lisbon Treaty. This suggests that perhaps it was RTÉ policy to deliberately limit coverage of the No side’s arguments. It is to be hoped this research may elicit further explanations.
· This imbalance needs to be viewed in the light of the relevant legislation. The Lisbon Treaty was a matter of “public controversy”, it was “the subject of current public debate” and by facilitating such a skewed presentation of the debate, it is difficult to see how RTÉ’s duties were discharged “objectively and impartially”
.
· RTÉ has a legal requirement that its coverage of “matters which are either of public controversy or the subject of current public debate” be presented so as to be “fair to all concerned”
. This research finds that was not the case.

· RTÉ’s own Charter places a requirement on the broadcaster to “strive to reflect fairly and equally the … political diversity of Ireland and its peoples”
. By not facilitating fair, and even reasonably, equal contributor participation the broadcaster has failed its own Charter.

· Questions and Answers was the most unbalanced programme with 72.34% of guest panel speakers being for the Yes side. The audience participation was also unbalanced with panellists permitted to interrupt audience No speakers, further skewing the balance in favour of the Yes side.

· The most surprising finding was that the coverage remained unbalanced from early in the new year, up to the announcement of the date of the referendum, throughout the thirty days of the referendum campaign and as the results were being discussed.

· Coverage of the results was particularly unbalanced, with panels of experts dominated by Lisbon Treaty supporters.

· The coverage of the Yes and No sides differed in one very significant way. In many reports RTÉ journalists/presenters would often frame the debate in terms of “How can the Yes side win?”, rather than the more journalistically objective, “Why should the Yes side win?”

· There was a distinct difference between the questions put to the Yes and No sides. For example, obvious conflicts over the Treaty’s interpretation by the ICTU and IBEC were not explored.  IBEC’s submission to the Forum on Europe contained many claims about the Lisbon treaty which the ICTU would have been opposed to.

· There were a small number of cases in which RTÉ journalists/presenters engaged in aggressive interrogation of contributors to Treaty-focused news items. While these incidences were very few, they all happened to speakers from the No side.  An example of this are comments referring to speakers on the No side as “failed Dail Candidates”

· In complaints made to RTÉ regarding the substantive issue of the numbers of speakers from the Yes and No side during the referendum, RTÉ’s explanation was that it would ensure approximately 50% coverage for both sides. 50-50 coverage cannot compensate for a 63%-37% speaker ratio.

· When complaints were made to RTÉ about a single Yes speaker being given airtime without a corresponding No speaker present, the reply from RTÉ was that a No speaker speaking on a different programme was compensation for this. The legal obligation to do this within “two or more related broadcasts” may be applicable to a different edition of the same programme, or between the two main evening television news programmes, but a mid-morning chat show is not “related” to an early morning news programme.

· The Audience Council was given inaccurate information about the coverage of the campaign.  As illustrated in section 13.2.3. 

· Three members of the RTÉ Audience Council were from organisations that had taken a specific Yes position.
 None represented organisations taking a No stance.
· The composition of the RTÉ Authority was unbalanced in that it reflected the higher socio-economic sections of Irish society who polling showed were more likely to vote Yes and did vote Yes. Citizens from the lower socio economic groups were more likely to vote No.
 Membership of the Authority is not reflective of the diversity of Irish society. 
· There was a failure by all of the structures within RTÉ to monitor and correct the imbalance which developed during the protracted Lisbon debate. This is due to the make-up of the bodies themselves and not due to any particular individual.

Introduction

The Campaign Against The EU Constitution (CAEUC)
 believes that RTÉ is capable, professional and can, when it wishes, produce balanced coverage of a referendum debate and campaign. The State broadcaster has produced excellent investigative programmes that have highlighted issues of concern to the Irish people. Some of these include, the States of Fear investigation into child abuse, the investigation into Leas Cross nursing home, the Primetime Investigates programme on the health service to name but a few. 

When it came to the Lisbon Treaty referendum, however, RTÉ’s coverage was not balanced but unduly slanted in favour of the Yes side. After making a number of complaints to RTÉ prior to the announcement of the date of the referendum, it became clear to the CAEUC that this situation would not be rectified during the 2008 Lisbon debate and campaign.

This research document was produced in response to this perception of imbalance so as to assess objectively RTÉ’s coverage of the Lisbon Treaty debate. How does one objectively measure the subjective legal obligations on RTÉ to “objectively and impartially” be “fair to all concerned” in “matters of public controversy” and “current public debate”? 
  Our Campaign suggest that mathematics is the only objective criteria. i.e. To count the numbers of contributors to discussions and news items on current affairs and news programmes would be a good start in assessing whether coverage was “fair to all concerned”. That’s what this research document has done, and its findings show that that the perception of imbalance was justified.

The following section of the report explains the methodology used and why the six programmes in question were chosen (Section 3, page 4). Section 4 (page 6), ‘About The Campaign Against The EU Constitution’ lays out the aims and objectives of our coalition of organisations and individuals. 

The ‘Structure and Legal Obligations of RTÉ’ are outlined in Section 5 (page 7). 

The ‘Analysis of Overall Coverage’ in Section 6 (page 11) describes in text, figure and table form, the details of the numbers of contributors from the Yes and No sides to RTÉ radio and TV items focused on the Lisbon Treaty on the six programmes concerned.  Sections 7 to 12 (pages 13 to 46) gives contributor details in text, figure and table form of the six broadcasts researched as well as detailed incidences for each programme where coverage could be said to be not objective, impartial and “fair to all concerned”.  

Section 13 (pages 56 to 58) contains the report’s conclusions; Section 14 (pages 58 to 59) contains the report’s recommendations; while Section 15 (page 59) is an appendix giving a detailed programme by programme breakdown of date, name, organisation and position on the Lisbon Treaty of programme contributors; as well as web links to each of the programme broadcasts analysed in the report.

It is hoped that this research will help to ensure that such unbalanced coverage in RTÉ’s presentation of the issues involved in the Lisbon debate will not happen again.

2 Methodology Used

The question which this research attempts to answer is: Did RTÉ’s coverage of the Lisbon Treaty debate comply with its own statutory requirements and public service broadcasting standards? Six of RTÉ’s top current affairs/news broadcasts (on television: Six One News, Nine News and Questions & Answers; on radio: Morning Ireland, News At One and Drivetime News) were then selected to answer this question.

2.1 Why These Six Programmes?

The broadcasts selected have good reputations for balanced professional productions, and wide audiences. With additional resources, a wider study of all RTÉ news and current affairs programmes would have been possible and desirable. However, with the quite limited resources available to the Campaign Against the EU Constitution, a selection of three programmes from both television and radio were chosen. 
The three radio programmes chosen were among RTÉ radio’s highest ratings news programmes. In this regard they can be taken as being comparable with each other, or, as the legislation requires, for the purposes of balance over more than one programme, they can be taken as being “related broadcasts”
. Programmes which were excluded include for example the mid-morning chat show, Pat Kenny, and the afternoon phone-in show, Liveline. They have a very different demographic of listener-ship and as such cannot reasonably be taken as being “related broadcasts” to news programmes. Additionally, the three chosen are all broadcast between Monday and Friday.

The three television programmes chosen were RTÉ television’s two main and highest rated daily news programmes and as such were comparable and were “related broadcasts”. Questions & Answers is  a one-hour current affairs discussion programme where an invited panel of usually five contributors answer questions submitted by the audience, which are followed by comments from the studio audience.  Despite the fact that it is broadcast around the 10.30pm slot on a Monday, it is very popular and so as such could be viewed as a “related” broadcast for the purposes of cross-programme balance.

2.2 Timeframe and Data Source:

Research was limited to broadcasts between January 1st, 2008 and June 14th, 2008. This 23 week and five day period was taken to be long enough to get a broad general overview of RTÉ coverage of the Lisbon Treaty debate. It includes the months leading up to the announcement of the referendum date, the 30 day period when extra legal requirements are placed on RTÉ’s referendum coverage and the two days after the referendum when the result was being analysed.

The RTÉ website was used as the data source. All results from the search terms “Lisbon”, “Treaty” and  “Referendum” were analysed. Each edition of the six programmes yielding results from the search terms were analysed. A total of 167 items were found and surveyed for the research. These were all the news articles and discussion items which specifically focused on the Lisbon Treaty. Where the website contained no breakdown of the list of articles in a particular edition of a programme, the broadcast introduction was analysed to determine its relevance.

The CAEUC used the following two criteria in assessing relevant RTÉ broadcasts: 

1. 
The Number of Yes and No Speakers.

This is an objective method where the number of Yes and No speakers were counted for each broadcast. These figures were totalled up and used to assess if the overall coverage was balanced. This research did not count minutes allocated to contributors.
2. 
Identifying Incidents of Unacceptable Behaviour/Comments by RTÉ Journalists/Presenters.

Behaviour was deemed unacceptable if: 

 1. It favoured the Treaty.

 2. It unfairly characterised the No side as anti-European or euro-sceptic.

 3. It minimised the importance of the text of the Treaty.

 4. It was factually incorrect.

 5. It was opinion disguised as fact.

 6. It omitted vital information.

 7. It allowed the Yes side more time in a debate.

 8. It set up a “man of straw” which the Yes side could easily defeat.

 9. The Lisbon Treaty was referred to as the Reform Treaty.

10. An accusation was disguised as a question.

About The Campaign Against The EU Constitution (CAEUC)
The Campaign Against The EU Constitution (CAEUC) was formed in 2005 and is a broad coalition of progressive and left political parties, organisations, trade unionists and individuals committed to democracy, peace, justice, Irish neutrality and equality. During the Lisbon Treaty debate, we provided information and encouraged awareness of the implications of Lisbon for Ireland and the wider world. 

We are not anti-European - many of us have worked on European issues or in the EU for decades. We are deeply concerned, however, at the EU’s current direction and believe an alternative path is not only possible but also urgently required.

The key question for our campaign was and remains: “What values do we want to see reflected in Europe in the 21st century?”

The CAEUC’s answers to that question are as follows:

We want health, education and water supplies provided equally to all. We will not watch the deterioration of essential public services along with increasing private provision where those who can pay get a better quality service while the rest make do.

We want a foreign policy that seeks to resolve conflicts without military action or support for despotic regimes. There is no need for increased military spending, to send Irish soldiers into EU battle groups and to be party to US foreign and military policy abroad. The use of Shannon by US troops and torture flights should stop now.

We want economic policies geared to full employment, decent wages and sustainable development, here and elsewhere. We do not want a policy of “price stability” prioritised above all else where restrictions on state borrowing or public spending determine everything, even if the outcome is unemployment and cuts in public services.

We want an end to an increasingly remote way of law making at a European level. We do not want more decisions affecting our lives to be made in ways over which we have little or no control, by people who are unaccountable, and enshrined in laws we cannot revise. Remember, over 80 per cent of domestic law already comes from EU decisions. 

On June 12, 2008, Ireland’s citizens exercised their veto and rejected Lisbon. But the story did not end there. EU leaders want to change the rules and are now posing our No as a “problem for Ireland” which the EU will do its best to help resolve. They want to isolate and intimidate Irish voters; and to maintain pressure on our government to hold another referendum on Lisbon – which they are unwilling to change. We reject this attempt to bully the people of Ireland.

Lisbon has been rejected three times. It is now dead.

2.3 The Structures of RTÉ

RTÉ has three structural bodies which are supposed to ensure that RTÉ meets its obligations as the national broadcaster. These are the RTÉ Authority, the RTÉ Executive Board and the RTÉ Audience Council. 

2.3.1 The RTÉ Authority

The RTÉ Authority is a nine-member body which meets monthly and acts as RTÉ’s Board, making policy and guiding corporate direction. The Minister for Communications, Energy and Natural Resources recently reappointed the RTÉ Authority, whose term of office expired on June 20th, 2008, for a further period finishing December 31st, 2008. The RTÉ Executive Board reports to the Authority via the Director General.

In their September 2008 “Communiqué”, their first following the June 12th Lisbon Treaty referendum, the Council claimed that: “Coverage of the Lisbon Treaty Referendum was raised [at their meeting] and reference was made to the recent report which indicated that most of those who voted NO did so because they did not understand the issues involved
 and perhaps there is a need to look at imparting information in a more creative way and the question was posed if RTÉ was satisfied with the way its public service mandate was fulfilled on this occasion.”
  

It is to be sincerely hoped that this research document will assist in eliciting a response from RTÉ as to how they intend “imparting information in a more creative way”, or whether they intend on ignoring the advice of their own Audience Council.

Additionally, in the light of the 63%-37% allocation of Yes and No contributors to Lisbon items on the six RTÉ programmes analysed over five months and 23 days in this report, is “RTÉ satisfied with the way its public service mandate was fulfilled”? If so, how? If not, what changes does RTÉ intend making?
2.4 RTÉ’s Legal Obligations and Public Service Remit

2.4.1 RTÉ’s Legal Obligations

The key pieces of legislation for public service broadcasting are the Broadcasting Authority Act 1960, the Broadcasting Authority (Amendment) Act 1976 and the Broadcasting Act 2001.

The 1960 Act put in place the legal basis for the establishment of the RTÉ Authority and the RTÉ staff structure. For programme-makers the key section of the Act is Section 18.

It shall be the duty of the Authority [ie RTÉ] to secure that, when it broadcasts any information, news or feature which relates to matters of public controversy or is the subject of current public debate, the information, news or feature is presented objectively and impartially and without any expression of the Authority’s own views.

This section sets out unambiguously the requirement for RTÉ to be objective and impartial and not to use the airwaves to express its own views. This latter obligation is understood to mean that RTÉ should not editorialise in its programming and that journalists and producers should not allow their personal views to unduly influence programming. This does not, however, mean that presenters are excluded from expressing their own views on occasion as long as it is clearly understood by the audience that the views expressed are not necessarily those of RTÉ. 

The 1976 Act refined the obligations for objectivity and impartiality and went on to extend other obligations 

Section 3 of the 1976 Act added to section 18 of the 1960 Act and stated that:

(1)(a) All news broadcast by it [RTÉ] is reported and presented in an objective and impartial manner and without any expression of the Authority’s own view 
(1)(b) The broadcast treatment of current affairs, including matters which are either of public controversy or the subject of current public debate, is fair to all interests concerned and that the broadcast matter is presented in an objective and impartial manner and without any expression of the Authority’s own views, ...

This section added the requirement that in addition to being impartial and objective RTÉ must also be fair in its current affairs coverage. It also critically allowed the objectives of impartiality, objectivity and fairness in current affairs to be achieved over a number of related broadcasts. The Act stated: 

Should it prove impracticable in a single programme to apply paragraph (b)…two or more related broadcasts may be considered as a whole; provided that the broadcasts are transmitted within a reasonable period.

2.4.2 RTÉ’s Public Service Remit

According to the ‘Guiding Principles’ of  RTÉ’s ‘Public Service Broadcasting Charter’, their duties include the following
:
· RTÉ, as the national public service broadcaster, shall reflect the democratic, social and cultural values of Irish society and the need to preserve media pluralism.

· RTÉ shall, at all times, strive to reflect fairly and equally the regional, cultural and political diversity of Ireland and its peoples.
Overall Coverage

Overall coverage of the Lisbon Treaty debate favoured the Yes side. The data in Table 1 and Figure 1 below illustrate this. This data does not in general, however, capture the different standard of treatment applied to speakers from both sides. The Yes side was shown respect and deference and often not subject to hard questioning, whereas the No side was not shown the same respect and deference and was very often subject to hard questioning. 

Nowhere was this more clearly demonstrated than in a Six One interview on May 20th, 2008 involving Richard Boyd Barrett (People Before Profit) and Garret FitzGerald (Fine Gael) where reporter Sharon Ní Bheoláin described Richard Boyd Barrett as a failed election candidate and asked why anyone should believe him over Garret FitzGerald. In another example, across a number of programmes, the No organisation, Libertas was frequently asked about its funding, which is perfectly acceptable, while the Yes organisation, Alliance for Europe was never asked the same question. 

These two, out of many possible examples exposes a double standard. In neither of these examples did RTÉ  “strive to reflect fairly and equally the … political diversity of Ireland”.
 While further research is required to quantify the subjective criteria of fairness and equality of treatment, the general approach taken by RTÉ presenters to the Lisbon debate is reflected in the institutional bias suggested in this report. If the internal values of the RTÉ organisation are such that it is deemed acceptable practice to skew the debate on a 63%: 37% ratio, then perhaps this encourages a culture where the arguments and contributors from opposing sides in a referendum are treated differently.

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Coverage by Questions and Answers

This CAEUC research document analysed all eight broadcasts of Questions & Answers
 during which a specific question on the Treaty arose. Questions and Answers coverage of the Treaty debate was the most one-sided and unbalanced of all RTÉ broadcasts studied. It was characterised by very poor numbers of panel representation for the No side, by constant interruption of No speakers in the audience by the chairman and by Yes panellists being allowed to interrupt No speakers in the audience. 

The following Section 7.2, entitled, ‘Identifying Incidents of Unacceptable Behaviour/Comments’ found that all eight broadcasts studied contained identifiable problems
 as illustrated by incident numbers 1-8.

A member of the CAEUC (SayNo.ie) who spoke from the audience was constantly interrupted by Martin Cullen TD and was not allowed to make his point. Chair John Bowman allowed the interruptions and then cut off the audience member before he could finish his point.

The Yes members of the audience were shown more respect and were not interrupted, by the chairman nor by the panellists..

John Bowman interrupted a speaker from the audience who was making a point, displaying a difference in treatment between Marc Coleman and the audience member.

Billy Timmins TD was allowed to assert that the No campaign was misinforming people  without citing any example.

Billy Timmins TD and Thomas Byrne interrupted a member of the CAEUC (SayNo.ie), who spoke from the audience, without any intervention from the chair.

The choice of the panel and persistent interruption of No speakers in the audience at the very least was unfair and at worst demonstrated a bias by RTÉ against one side of the Lisbon argument.

The structure of the panel was completely unbalanced. All the panellists were in the Yes camp.  Padraig Walshe cannot be counted as a No contributor as the IFA had already come out in support of the Lisbon Treaty.  Their position was merely tactical as was demonstrated when they called for a Yes vote on 3rd June.

The direction of the debate on the question “In what circumstances should the Government veto the Mandelson WTO plans?” misled viewers in its stated view that the government could veto the agricultural part of the WTO deal. As research by Barry Finnegan (SayNo.ie)
 shows the government would have had to veto the entire deal, not just the agricultural part.

There were No campaigners in the audience but again, as was the case in previous broadcasts of Questions and Answers, not on the panel. The only inference that can be taken from this pattern is that limiting the No voice on Q&A and other programmes was RTÉ  policy.

However when Declan Ganley interrupted Micheál Martin TD in the debate on “Q2 Would Ireland’s position on corporate tax be secured if the Treaty is passed?” John Bowman intervened to stop him.

It is perfectly acceptable for a chair to prevent two speakers from speaking at the same time but it should be applied fairly.

Coverage by Drivetime News

Drivetime’s coverage of the Treaty debate was characterised by a dominance of Yes contributors. The nature of the broadcast’s discussions was also mostly along the lines of how could the Yes side win and not why should the Yes side win.

In total 22 Drivetime News items focused on the Lisbon Treaty over the 23 week and five day period analysed and problems
 were found with 12 as illustrated by Incidents 9-20 in Section 7.2 ‘Drivetime News: Identifying Incidents of Unacceptable Behaviour/Comments.

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2.8 Identifying Incidents of Unacceptable Behaviour/Comments 

Incident Number: 9
Date: 13/02/2008 RTÉ Reporter/Presenter(s): Mary Wilson

Incident Details:

Jackie Cahill was permitted to call on the government to do a better Yes campaign. At no point did Mary Wilson interrogate him on why anyone should vote for the Lisbon Treaty.

Mary Wilson also read out a quote by Dick Roche TD saying: “A No vote would squander, damage and destroy our positive reputation in Europe.” She did not counter this opinion in any way or seek balance by asking a No representative to comment. 

The entire interview was about how the Yes campaign could win.

Incident Number: 10
Date: 14/04/2008 RTÉ Reporter/Presenter(s): Fergal Keane
Incident Details:

This was simply a report on a statement by Germany’s Chancellor Angela Merkel.  and did nothing but serve the purpose of pointing out that “Germany” was in favour of the Lisbon Treaty.  

Given that this was putting the Yes side of the argument there should have been a corresponding No side. It would also have been more balanced had some of the German groups opposed to the Treaty been interviewed.

Incident Details:

Employers’ lobby IBEC was not asked about its submission to the Forum on Europe
. This submission supported the detailed research
 conducted by the CAEUC that if adopted, the Lisbon Treaty would increase privatisation, particularly in health and education.
Given the variety and spread of No campaigners available to talk on a number of Lisbon-related issues, it was telling that only Ted Neville was interviewed from the Immigration Control Platform. Immigration did not feature as an issue in the Lisbon Treaty debate, nor in subsequent polling research as to why people voted as they did.

Incident Details:

Fergal Keane said: “Nobody was reading the Yes and No arguments put forward by the Referendum Commission in the past.” He added that because “nobody was reading the Yes and No arguments” the Referendum Commission decided to just explain the Treaty.

There is no evidence for this. After the first Nice referendum the government altered the task of the Referendum Commission from putting both sides of the argument to just explaining the issue involved. 

Keane cites no Source for his statement that “nobody was reading the Yes and No arguments circulated by the Commission”.

Incident Details:

Charlie McCreevy spoke about the Treaty without being subject to substantive questioning.

There was a discussion between Susan Kelly, Susan O’Keefe, Nora Casey and Mary Wilson. All of these commentators were on the Yes side. The thrust of the discussion was how could the Yes campaign win. There was no corresponding analysis of how the No campaign might win.

Mary Wilson said that people who did not know the facts of the Treaty would vote No and this was a great danger. Again, the counter argument was ignored: wasn’t it also likely that a lot of people who did not understand the Treaty would vote Yes? Would this also constitute a great danger?

Incident Details:

SIPTU was not on the No side and was allowed to put forward the idea that Lisbon could be amended to improve workers’ rights. This was factually incorrect but passed uncorrected.

Jack O’Connor was not asked about IBEC’s submission to the Forum on Europe, which admitted to the privatisation agenda. 

The Laval judgment was not mentioned perhaps because it disproved SIPTU’s point that the Government could defend workers’ rights. The European Court of Justice had already put the right to do business ahead of workers’ rights and had already referred to the Charter of Fundamental rights in its ruling on Laval.

Green Party Minister for Communications Eamon Ryan asserted erroneously that the Lisbon Treaty was good for the environment and workers. This went unchallenged. 

The only reference to the environment in the Lisbon Treaty is a non-legally binding clause of aspiration. The Treaty does nothing to improve workers’ rights. The workers’ rights clauses which are contained in the non-legally binding Charter of Fundamental Principles have been seen to be inadequate for the protection workers’ rights in a series of recent European Court of Justice rulings. In these, the workers’ rights clauses in the Charter were invoked and deemed to be superseded by the EU’s freedom of movement of capital.

This interview was one sided with the Yes side, conforming to the general RTÉ  pattern, given a free run.

The CAEUC had pointed out that the Government could not veto a trade deal just on agriculture. It would have to veto the entire deal.

The IFA was allowed to make a case for the Yes side and nobody from the No side was invited to counter this argument.

Incident Details

A conversation was held between presenter Mary Wilson and commentators Terry Prone and Susan Kelly. This report was given in the context of an Irish Times poll which showed the No side ahead.

No commentator from the No side was invited to counter the obvious pro-treaty point of view expressed by both commentators.

Incidents of unbalanced commentary are highlighted below:

Susan Kelly said: “No voters are voting no for all sorts of odd reasons.” There was no one present to challenge this assumption. 

All three participants including presenter Mary Wilson were talking in the context of how the referendum could be won for the Yes side. During this discussion the No side was not mentioned and nobody from the No campaign was asked for comment on the poll results.

During a debate between Ulick McEvaddy and Mary Harney, Mary Wilson tried to discredit a quote from Valery Giscard D’Estaing  by saying that a listener who had mailed Drivetime could not find it. She admitted that she did not know if the quote was correct or not.

Mary Wilson might have noted that in her political column on January 22nd, 2008 Olivia O’Leary used the same quote.

This incident once again showed the difference in standards of treatment of the Yes and No sides.

The winners of a competition to sum up the Lisbon Treaty in 50 words were all clearly in favour of the Lisbon Treaty. The competition simply served to trivialise the issue.

All of the entries were inaccurate and Fergal Keane agreed with the assertion of one entry by Anne Burke Lindsay Road, which stated that the Treaty was to streamline the EU. In reality, even a cursory read of the Treaty’s list of contents demonstrated  that it was about a lot more than that. The presenters opinion was presented as fact.

No campaigners were interviewed but not invited onto the discussion panel.

Vice president of the European Commission Margot Wallstrom asserted unchallenged that the Lisbon Treaty would grant greater democracy.

On the No vote, Fergal Keane said there were “looks of horror from many people in Europe” – where was the proof for this statement? It could have easily been said that there were a lot of people in Europe who did not have “looks of horror” on their faces.

Sean Whelan talked about the problems Micheal Martin would have when he went to Europe, implying that Irish voters had made it difficult for him. Sean Whelan also said it was a tricky question as to what more the minister could get. He referred to the No campaign “trotting out” various proposals.

Ivan Yates was very dismissive of the reasons for people voting No. He suggested that some people were voting No because Dustin the Turkey lost the Eurovision. Nobody from RTÉ challenged this assertion.

Despite the fact that the French and Dutch had voted No to the EU Constitution in 2005 John Palmer was allowed to suggest uncontested that the No vote was against the democratic will of Europe. 

Coverage by News At One

The coverage of the Treaty debate by RTÉ radio’s News At One was characterised by a dominance of Yes proponents. The nature of the discussions on the News At One were similar to Drivetime which was mostly along the lines of how could the Yes side win and not why should the Yes side win. There were also a number of unacceptable characterisations of the French as arrogant and very poor treatment of Patricia McKenna as the results were coming in.

In total 20 News At One items focused on the Lisbon Treaty over the 23 week and five day period analysed and problems
 were found with 14 as illustrated by Incidents 21-34 in Section 9.2 ‘News At One: Identifying Incidents of Unacceptable Behaviour/Comments.

The IFA’s Padraig Walshe put his case arguing that farmers should have their needs addressed before he would call on people to vote Yes.  Research by the CAEUC (SayNo.ie) had established that the WTO deal could not be vetoed just on agriculture. It would have to be vetoed entirely. It seemed RTÉ was unaware of this position and it was not put to Padraig Walshe.

Sean O’Rourke said that if the IFA called for a No vote his members would be cutting off their nose to spite their face. He went on to say that they would grievously undermine Ireland’s negotiating strength in Europe.

The interview was five  minutes and 26 seconds long and featured David Begg making the case for supporting the Lisbon Treaty/Charter of Fundamental Rights. There was no alternative view from the No side of the campaign.

In contrast, when Morning Ireland covered the decision of the Technical Engineering & Electrical Union (TEEU) to oppose the Treaty on Tuesday May 6th, 5 minutes and 24 seconds was allocated to the story and the time was split between Eamon Devoy of TEEU and Blair Horan of the Yes organisation Alliance for Europe and Civil Public & Services Union (CPSU).

Gavin Jennings, a neutral commentator, also focused on how difficult it would be for Bertie Ahern TD to get the Treaty passed. He suggested that people would not vote on the Treaty but would instead focus on domestic issues. 

David Begg, the head of the Irish Congress of Trade Unions, was not once asked about the Laval judgment. The interview consisted mainly of questions about the difficulty of having Lisbon passed. The issue of workers’ rights and why they should vote Yes was not addressed.

It is also interesting to note that during this long interview, IBEC’s submission to the Forum on Europe, in which they argue in support of the Lisbon Treaty partly based on their analysis that it would bring the benefits of privatisation of public services, was not raised.  David Begg might have found this a challenging question.

When Shane Ross finished up Sean O’Rourke summed him up with the quote: “Minister the French are coming.” This was designed to minimise Ross’s comments.

Sean O’Rourke then went on to criticise Shane Ross’s track record on his comments on Europe. It is perfectly acceptable for an interviewer to use someone’s past comments to highlight problems with their argument but the same treatment should have been given to Micheál Martin Minister for Foreign Affairs.

After finishing the interview with Shane Ross Sean O’Rourke then brought in Micheál Martin TD and asked him about the Valery Giscard D’Estaing quote, which the minister was allowed to dismiss out of hand.

Dermot Ahern TD argued that women were voting No but were really voting against conscription.  Sean O’Rourke did not challenge this misrepresentation of the No campaign’s position on militarism.

Sean O’Rourke accused Mary Lou McDonald MEP of being in the same camp as the euro-sceptics. When she denied it he said that she was and that it was a fact.

Sean O’Rourke asked Michael Noonan: “What went wrong?” This question showed a particular thought process: Voting No was the wrong thing to do. Michael Noonan portrayed the No vote as a protest by some people in Limerick who didn’t want to be in Kerry (a reference to recent constituency boundary changes),  a statement that went unchallenged by Sean O’Rourke.

Sean O’Rourke asserted that some politicians had said after programmes that they had encountered resistance to the number of foreigners coming to Ireland. The suggestion was that this was why people voted No. He cited no scientific Source to back up the statement of the politicians he spoke to and it was not born out by the Euro Barometer poll. 

Garret FitzGerald’s lengthy statement on how the No result had damaged representative democracy went unchallenged. 

Sean O’Rourke asked Garret FitzGerald: “A real crisis?” Garret FitzGerald said Yes. 

Sean O’Rourke’s treatment of Patricia McKenna was questionable. When she was answering Garret FitzGerald’s points he said: “In fairness he does rather know the subject.” When Patricia McKenna retorted that others knew the subject also, his response was: “Oh really!”

Coverage by Nine News

The coverage of the Treaty debate by the Nine News conformed to the pattern and was characterised by more Yes speakers than No speakers. The nature of the discussions was mostly along the lines of how could the Yes side win and not why should the Yes side win. 

In total 41 Nine News items focused on the Lisbon Treaty over the 23 week and five day period analysed and problems
 were found with 29 as illustrated by Incidents 35-63 in Section 10.2 ‘Nine News: Identifying Incidents of Unacceptable Behaviour/Comments by RTÉ Journalists/Presenters.

This statement also framed the debate in terms of how can the Yes side win and how do “we” prevent the No side from side-tracking the Treaty. Even when the so-called ‘side-track’ in this instance is actually a substantive legal objective of the Treaty.

This comment again framed the debate in terms of what the Yes side had to do to win.

Opinion polls leading up to the vote had indicated that a No vote was absolutely possible so it has to be asked, who was shocked? Charlie Bird? RTÉ ?  Certainly not the large numbers who had voted No.

Charlie Bird added that there would be blood on the floor in future days as politicians analysed what had gone wrong. RTÉ focused on the defeat that the people dealt the government, and was not equally focused on the victory for the No side. 

Political reporter Brian Dowling said there had already been signs of finger pointing between the two main political parties

This report focused exclusively on the defeat of the Yes side.

David Davin-Power said the vote was a big blow for Taoiseach Brian Cowen TD.

This report focused exclusively on the defeat of the Yes side.

Tony Connelly reported that EU chief José Manuel Barroso had said ratification of the Treaty should continue. This report ended with the statement that legally and politically the European Union was in disarray.

RTÉ  did not explain how it had determined that the EU was in legal disarray. After all, if the Lisbon Treaty was not ratified the Nice Treaty remained in force. Yet another instance of an RTÉ presenter’s opinion presented as fact.  
Sean Whelan reported that Taoiseach Brian Cowen would meet EU leaders the following Thursday at an EU summit.

Again, the report focused exclusively on the defeat of the Yes side.

The report opened with the statement: “As the Government took a collective deep breath today to try and absorb the shock of the resounding No Vote…” 

The vote could not have been a complete shock given the number of recent polls that had clearly indicated a No victory. 

The report continued: “While the Government reflects on a situation which doesn’t lend itself to any quick fixes…” 

The position is that there was a referendum and the people voted No. Yet Charlie Bird and Micheál Lehane go on to fuel the notion of crisis by outlining the options open to the Taoiseach. 

The report began with the statement: “They are burning the midnight oil”, implying yet again some kind of crises.

Reporter Micheál Lehane then suggests that other EU member states could “work closer together leaving Ireland out of the loop”. 

The reporter failed to mention that the treaty had to be ratified by all signatories to it and there were a number of states remaining to sign it off.

Charlie Bird was then asked: “The Taoiseach Brian Cowen TD goes to his first EU summit as Taoiseach at the end of next week it is not going to be an easy meeting for him is it?”

Charlie Bird repeats the phrase “burning the midnight oil”, again suggesting the sense of crisis.

Coverage by Morning Ireland

The coverage of the Treaty debate by Morning Ireland was characterised by a dominance of the Yes side in the amount of contributors who spoke. There were also reports, which were not supported by any verifiable facts.

In total 21 Morning Ireland items focused on the Lisbon Treaty over the 23 week and five day period analysed and problems
 were found with 29 as illustrated by Incidents 64-77 in Section 11.2 ‘Morning Ireland: Identifying Incidents of Unacceptable Behaviour/Comments by RTÉ Journalists/Presenters.

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2.14  Identifying Incidents of Unacceptable Behaviour/Comments
Incident Number: 64
Date: 18/01/2008 RTÉ Reporter/Presenter(s): Cathal MacCoille, Conor Hunt
Incident Details:

The first part of this interview by Conor Hunt concerned how the Greens were faring in government. Patricia McKenna had 15 seconds to speak about the Green Party and not about the Lisbon Treaty.

Senator Deirdre de Burca argued in favour of the Lisbon Treaty and was not challenged on any of her assertions on the Treaty. She was questioned only on how the Green Party could change its mind.

Significantly, this report came just before the Green party conference and vote on the Treaty – another example of RTÉ’s habit of not challenging Yes campaigners.

John Gormley TD asserted that the Treaty would combat climate change and Aine Lawlor does not challenge this assertion. 

As has been pointed out by the No campaign there are only 6 words in the Treaty, which refer to climate change. These words consist of an aspirational clause which is are non-legally biding.

Incident Details:

This report consisted of a five-minute discussion between Aine Lawlor and Tony Connelly. The first minute was spent talking about the French president’s private life. 

Overall, this item would have given listeners the impression that the Lisbon Treaty was a mini or simple document that was quite trivial. Tony Connelly states: “This document is much shorter than the last one.” CAEUC complained about this inaccuracy which the reporter later acknowledged.  Nor was the Treaty simple or short  - one needed to have the Treaty of Rome, the Single European Act, the Maastricht Treaty, the Amsterdam Treaty and the Nice Treaty to hand in order to read fully the implications of word, sentence and paragraph additions, replacements and deletions suggested by the Lisbon Treaty. Additionally, if RTÉ had done a word count on the EU Constitution and the Lisbon treaty, it would have become apparent that the Lisbon Treaty was longer than the constitution and very difficult to read.

Tony Connelly said: “[The] French were reading about liberalism and markets in the EU constitution and that this made them nervous so they voted No.” He then claimed: “None of this is in the new document.” Again, Connelly was completely inaccurate as illustrated by Article 188c of the Treaty.

Only Yes voters were interviewed by Tony Connelly. In the response to the complaint made by the CAEUC the reporter admitted the interviews he did were not scientific. But they reinforce the point that the French people were not worried about the Treaty.

The key point however here is that there was a poll conducted by CSA / Le Parisien
 which showed that 61% of French people did want a referendum. Tony Connelly clearly chose to conduct a report which did not refer to this poll perhaps because it would have countered the point that French people did not care about Lisbon.

Tony Connelly said he loved the comment by one respondent that “the French got it wrong last time”. He then stated that there was a view in France that other issues had been “hijacked” in the last referendum. No Source was cited for this view. The idea was aired even though it ignored the very obvious fact that the French had been given copies of the constitution and that it was on the bestseller booklist in France before they voted on it.

This radio piece was shoddy and made worse when Aine summed up that the French were glad not to have to exercise their democratic mandate. Yet another instance of opinion dressed as fact, another instance of RTÉ editorialising.

Incident Details:

Eamon Devoy, general secretary designate, TEEU, and Blair Horan, general secretary, CPSU, disagreed on the significance of recent European Court of Justice (ECJ) decisions.

Blair Horan seemed to be speaking on behalf of the CPSU but given that the union had taken no position on Lisbon, he could not have been doing so.  Aine Lawlor said the CPSU had taken a position in favour of the Lisbon Treaty but this was not accurate. The ECJ Rulings were that workers’ rights in the Charter did not overrule the freedom to establish businesses and the freedom of capital - aspects of EU law implemented via earlier treaties.

Incident Details:

Ingrid Miley was not aware that the ECJ had considered the Charter of Fundamental Rights in its Laval ruling (point 91, Laval).  It was not a matter of “speculation” as to how the Laval judgment would be affected by a Yes vote to Lisbon. The charter was already in use. 

The interview also ignored the fact that Dick Roche TD issued a press release which stated that there was nothing new in the Charter.

This interview may have given the impression that workers could change the Laval judgment by voting Yes. This was not the case.

Incident Details

John Monks, general secretary of the European Trade Union Confederation, said the situation for workers would be worse if Lisbon fell. 

Cathal MacCoille implied that Lisbon would bring in the Charter of Fundamental Rights. But the charter was already in operation as the ECJ has already used it in its judgments, such as Laval. 

John Monks was not asked very taxing questions. For example, he was asked if he agreed with IBEC’s submission to the Forum on Europe.

Incident Details:

There were two Yes contributors and no representation for the No side.

During a discussion with IFA president Padraig Walshe, presenter Cathal MacCoille seemed to be under the impression that the Government could veto the agricultural deal. He did not say that the Government would have to veto the entire WTO deal, not just the agricultural part of the deal.  Additionally, he did not add, that the few remaining areas of trade, over which Member States currently have veto rights regarding international trade agreements, would be removed should Lisbon be adopted.

Incident Details:

The group interviewed, Cóir, was and is not a credible group. Its positions on hard drugs, prostitution and abortion are untenable and are not based on the text of the Lisbon Treaty.  Giving it prominence on Morning Ireland could only discredit the No side.

Incident Details:

Richard Boyd Barrett of the People Before Profit Alliance and Fine Gael’s Billy Timmins gave two perspectives on the Treaty’s common foreign and security policy.

Sean Whelan, Europe editor, explained changes proposed for the EU by Lisbon in the area of foreign and security policy.

Sean Whelan said the European Defence Agency’s (EDA) job was to rationalise the arms industry. What he did not say was that it also promoted the arms industry, nor did he say that the Lisbon Treaty would have placed a legal obligation upon the EDA to promote the interests of the European arms industry. 
He dismissed the impact of the Treaty wording  which stated that a common defence policy would lead to a common defence. Thus the No argument on common defence was dismissed by the RTÉ presenter .

Date: 06/06/2008 RTÉ Reporter/Presenter(s): Aine Lawlor, Brian Dowling, Eimear Ryan, Anne-Marie McNerney and Sean Whelan
Incident Details:

This report was a response to the TNS MRBI poll, which showed a majority in favour of the No vote. The entire debate was framed in the context of how the Yes campaign might turn this around.

Brian Dowling suggested that  more people might move into the No camp because they had not made up their mind. The report concluded with presenter Keelin Shanley and reporter Brian Dowling agreeing that that Yes side had to prevent a band-wagon effect to win.

Eimear Ryan’s vox pop showed a bias in favour of the Yes side with two Yes voters being interviewed, one No voter and three undecided voters.

Aine Lawlor asked Minister Brian Lenihan if the surge in the No vote was not an indictment of the Government, which was more concerned with changing its leader. This question implied, as did so many others throughout RTÉ ’s coverage of Lisbon, that the No vote was a consequence of a bad Yes campaign and not the success of the arguments on the No side.

Fine Gael’s Lucinda Creighton was asked if it was embarrassing to her party that a majority of their voters opposed the Treaty. She was not asked why Fine Gael voters were voting No, or if this indicated that there might be something wrong with the Treaty.

Anne-Marie McNerney went on to ask Lucinda Creighton if Fine Gael was selling the Treaty hard enough. This type of question implied again that people were voting No because the Yes camp had failed to put up a good campaign. There was no attempt to find out if a flawed Treaty might have been the reason. 

Sean Whelan put the Yes side’s perspective on the Charter of Fundamental Rights as it applies to the Laval judgment. He did not put the No side’s arguments, which is that the Laval judgment was made with reference to the Charter of Fundamental Rights. 

Sean Whelan also suggested that citizens were responsible for educating themselves about the Lisbon Treaty. While it was true to state that the information was out there for those who wanted it, his comment failed to take into account the limited time people had to absorb such a huge treaty.  The No side repeatedly criticised the lack of information from Government on the Treaty and called on the Government to supply more.

This report began with the assertion that a No vote would plunge the EU into crisis. The No campaigner asked by RTÉ  to counter this assertion was a UK Independence Party (UKIP) member. This managed to identify the Irish No campaign with UKIP, which is a right-wing Euro-sceptic party. There are many European organizations which are against the Lisbon Treaty but are not Euro-sceptic. 

Tony Connelly asked: “But what about Ireland’s standing in the EU if we vote No? Most experts agree that Ireland’s image as a model member state which emerged from poverty to punch above its weight would be damaged.” 

Tony Connelly was not explicit about who these “experts” were.  It would also have been helpful to know what exactly he meant by Ireland “punching above its weight”. 

The Brian Dowling report was more or less a discussion of how the Yes campaign might win. There should have been a similar interview on how the No campaign might do the same. 

Sean Whelan said the challenges faced by the EU would still be there if Lisbon was defeated.  He did not highlight these challenges. The entire interview implies that the Lisbon Treaty is the only option. He also implies that Ireland will loose influence if we vote no. Yet another instance of a presenters opinion dressed as fact, another instance of RTÉ editorialising.

Incident Details:

This was a report on the various web sites, which were campaigning on the Yes and No sides of the Lisbon Debate. This report completely ignored both SayNo.ie and VoteNo.ie both left wing web sites and both with the most easily remembered names. RTÉ was aware of both of these sites.

The sites listed were:

VoteForEurope.ie Yes side

Libertas.org No Side

Politics.ie No Side as the owner is in Libertas.

Sinn Fein was quoted as having a site but the name was not given.

HeartOfEurope.ie Fine Gale site

Coir were mentioned as having a web site but the name was not given.

Given that SayNo.ie and VoteNo.ie were easy to remember they should have been included. Additionally, the SayNo.ie and VoteNo.ie websites contain large amounts of detailed research documents based explicitly on the text of the Treaty.  Deliberately ignoring these websites is another example of the reasonable assumption, based on the evidence, that RTÉ must have a policy of downplaying or ignoring arguments which are not explicitly pro-capitalist and pro-neoliberalist. Perhaps there is another explanation.

Incident Details:

The interviews carried out with the No voters was all done in the context of what do the government have to do to get the Lisbon Treaty passed.

Once again this was RTÉ framing the debate in terms of how can the Yes side win and not why should the Yes side win.

Elmar Brok, German Christian Democrats MEP, is allowed to assert that this treaty is necessary to make the EU more efficient. Cathal MacCoille does not challenge this point, nor, as with RTÉ coverage in general, was any attempt made to elicit detailed examples as to the effect of this ‘efficiency’, nor 

was any attempt made to inquire as to what ‘efficiency’ actually means in this context.
Cathal MacCoille and Lara Marlowe summarise the French government position, as “Ireland will have to vote again”. There is no attempt to defend the sovereignty of the Irish vote at all.

Coverage by Six One News

Coverage of the Treaty debate by Six One News was characterised by a dominance of the Yes side in the amount of contributors who spoke. The discussion was generally about how the Yes side could win and not why the Yes side should win.

In total 55 Six One News items focused on the Lisbon Treaty over the 23 week and five day period analysed and problems
 were found with 38 as illustrated by Incidents 78-115 in Section 12.2 ‘Six One News: Identifying Incidents of Unacceptable Behaviour/Comments by RTÉ Journalists/Presenters.

2.15 Six One News: Contributors on Each Side

In this report, “Enda Kenny TD calls for end to uncertainty over Lisbon referendum”, Fine Gael leader Enda Kenny claimed the No campaign was anti European and accused it of  misinforming people.

There was nobody representing the No campaigns to refute this allegation.

Instead she chose to  introduce Richard Boyd Barrett as a failed Dail candidate and then ask him why anyone should believe him over Garret FitzGerald. Trying to discredit Boyd Barrett before he had fielded even one question was breathtaking even by RTÉ  standards.

In contrast the camera work for Ruairi Quinn’s interview was standard and therefore less distracting.

At the end of the piece David Davin-Power made the following comment: “… and the Yes camp will soon have to turn its attention to the crucial issue of getting the vote out on the 12th.”

This comment framed the debate in terms of what the Yes side had to do to win.

Traditionally if the Yes side can get 40% or above they should be there or thereabouts, unless there has been an upsurge in anti-European or Euro-sceptic votes in this country.”

The No campaign has always rejected the terms Euro-sceptic or anti-European. These are terms used by the Yes side to describe the No side and given that this was four days before the vote it was unacceptable for an RTÉ reporter to use this term to describe the No side or No voters.

The No vote was not a Euro-sceptic vote.  The Euro-Sceptic label usually applied to people who are opposed to the EU.  None of the groups campaigning on the No side were making any such arguments and Bryan Dobson should not have used this phrase.  At the very least he should have clarified what he meant by it.

Incident Details:

Joe O’Brien said: “Senior politicians are now concentrating on how to handle this crisis in our relationship with the EU.”

This was scaremongering as there was no basis to suggest a crisis in Europe after the Irish No vote. Joe O’Brien’s statement seemed to suggest that senior politicians were sorting out the mess made by the Irish voters.  

Sharon Ní Bheoláin referred to the Lisbon Treaty as the Lisbon Reform Treaty, a term only used by the Yes side.

Tony Connelly referred to Europe in crisis.

Garry Murphy suggested that working class areas were not voting on the issues in the Treaty. He also suggested that people were voting against the European project. This statement was untrue. He said the Treaty was a bureaucratic treaty but this also was not true. Lisbon involved far more than a simple tidying up of the rules. 

Bryan Dobson did not challenge him on any of these statements.

Bryan Dobson asked Labour Party leader Eamon Gilmore TD: “Is it possible to win a referendum on reform of the EU?” This Treaty was much more than a reforming treaty.

Incident Details:

The report opened with the statement: “As the Government took a collective deep breath today to try and absorb the shock of the resounding No Vote…” 

Opinion polls leading up to the vote had indicated that there could be a No Vote – so how could the result have been a shock?

The report continued: “While the Government reflects on a situation which doesn’t lend itself to any quick fixes…” again suggesting that the No vote was unexpected and failing to examine exactly why the majority voted down Lisbon. 

Conclusions

2.17 The Failure of RTÉ’s Editorial Policy to Provide Balance

During the campaign it became clear to the CAEUC that the coverage by RTÉ was unbalanced and that complaints to this effect were not being taken seriously. Any complaints made were always given the standard answer that the 1976 Act allowed RTÉ to distribute coverage across a number of related programmes. This did not happen as demonstrated by the overall coverage of the debate and the research shows up RTÉ’s editorial policy as deeply flawed.

2.17.1 RTÉ ’s Editorial Policy During the Lisbon Treaty Referendum

As illustrated by the figures uncovered by this research there was an editorial policy to give the Yes side more coverage in terms of the number of contributors who were given air-time. 

There was a clear editorial policy to frame the debate in terms of “How can the Yes side win?” and not “Why should the Yes side win?” Examples of this can be seen in incidents 40 and 56.

As part of this framing of the debate many reports on the six broadcasts studied began and ended with the point of view of the Yes side. An Example of this can be seen in incident 81.

There was a failure to question the assertions made by the Yes side. Examples of this can be seen in incidents 46 and 83.

An editorial decision was made incorrectly portray the No campaign as Euro-sceptic. This is illustrated by incidents 75 and 111. 

Yes contributors were treated with more deference and  were generally questioned on how the campaign was going and how they could win. In contrast No contributors were asked more difficult questions and there were instances of very poor treatment of No campaigners, as can be observed in incidents 34 and 98. While these incidents were rare it is noteworthy that they happened to No contributors and given the unbalanced coverage illustrated in this report they take on a new significance and cannot just be seen as isolated incidents. 

2.18 The Failure of the Safeguards

The unbalanced coverage observed during the Lisbon Treaty debate was due to a system wide failure in RTÉ and cannot be attributed to any individual. The lack of a proper socio-economic balance can be seen as a key factor in these failures.

2.18.1 The Failure of the Legislative Safeguards

The failure of the legislative safeguards is the easiest to explain. In order to enforce the provisions laid out in the 1960 Act and the 1976 Act research would have to have been undertaken and then a court case taken. This would have consumed too much time for any campaigning group. The costs would also have been prohibitive.

2.18.2 The Failure of the RTÉ Authority and Executive

The failure of the RTÉ Executive and RTÉ Authority is harder to explain as it is not known what monitoring role they had on the coverage of each side during the campaign. When looking at the membership of both these bodies it becomes clear that they do not represent the socio-economic diversity of the Irish state. All of the members of both the Executive and Authority have impressive careers and are obviously capable individuals. However from the biographies on the RTÉ website these people are all drawn from either the world of journalism or business management. 

2.18.3 The Failure of the Audience Council

The failure of the Audience Council is very worrying as the Council is supposed to be representative of Irish society. However as can be seen from its membership three of the organisations within the council (IFA, IBEC and ICTU) actively campaigned for a Yes vote in the referendum. The failure of the Audience Council cannot be put down to its membership alone. The IFA position is currently vacant and it is not know to the CAEUC what position other members of the Audience Council had on the Lisbon Treaty.

It is clear that the Council was interested in the coverage of the referendum, according to the report of the Audience Council meeting of May 29th, 2008 the following was stated about the Lisbon Treaty referendum coverage. 

Mr Peter Feeney, Head of Public Policy, was in attendance for this item in his capacity as Secretary to the Referendum Steering Group.

Mr Feeney gave a detailed presentation on RTÉ’s efforts to ensure balance in its coverage of both sides in this referendum. He stated that this is proving to be a particularly difficult referendum to cover especially given the disparate groups involved on the No side. The Steering Group meets weekly to review all coverage and is confident that RTÉ’s overall coverage is balanced.


As this research shows, by May 29th, 2008 it would have been clear that the coverage was not balanced and the trend was going in completely the wrong direction. It would appear that the information given to the audience council on May 29th, 2008 was inaccurate.

2.19  Nothing Has Changed

Since this research was conducted the CAEUC has noticed no change in this pattern of behaviour. For example the edition of Questions and Answers on September 15th, 2008 had a panel completely dominated by the Yes side. The question asked was “Would a second referendum on Lisbon fly in the face of democracy?”  Given that this was the first Q&A of the new season and that the Lisbon treaty was likely an effort should have been made to invite a No contributor on to the panel. To this end a number of recommendations have been made to rectify this problem. 

Recommendations

This report has established that there are serious problems with RTÉ’s coverage of the Lisbon Treaty referendum. To rectify these problems the CAEUC is making the following recommendations. 

· Make Data Available on a Regular Basis: - RTÉ maintains internal data, which it uses to monitor the coverage of referendum campaigns. This data is exempt from the Freedom of Information Act. This data should be published on a monthly basis throughout the period of a referendum campaign.

· Meet With The Campaigning Groups: - RTÉ should hold regular meetings where representatives of all of the campaigning groups could attend and put forward their point of view.

· Equal Contributor Coverage: - Both the Yes and No sides in the campaign should have equal opportunity to make contributions. During this campaign the Yes side got 62.75% of opportunities for contributors, while the No side got only 37.25%. One of the effects of this is to skew the debate towards a more conservative, pro-establishment presentation.  It means RTÉ is deliberately not reflecting the political diversity of Ireland.  It means RTÉ is editorialising when it excludes arguments based on detailed research which is coming from groups who may not have a pro-capitalist or pro-neoliberalist approach to the economy.
· Equal Representation on RTÉ Audience Council: - The Audience Council as it is currently constituted has members of the Yes side namely IBEC, IFA and ICTU. During a referendum campaign the Audience Council should be balanced so that both sides have equal representation.

· The RTÉ Authority: - The RTÉ Authority does not reflect the socio economic diversity of the Irish state. Its membership should be expanded to increase its diversity and make it more representative of the Irish population.

· Address These Findings: RTÉ needs to specifically address the findings of this research. Firstly it needs to explain in detail how RTÉ’s legal requirements are being met by the 63% to 37% contributor imbalance. And secondly it needs to explain in detail how RTÉ’s legal requirements and being met in relation to (a) fact presented as opinion, (b) presenters’ opinions expressed as fact, (c) why the majority of Lisbon reports started and finished with a Yes perspective, (d) why so many of their programmes took the angle as to how the Yes side was going to win, (e) why did presenters so readily dismiss No contributor arguments, and (f) as to why so many radio and television panels of speakers were top-heavy with Yes contributors - even in weeks following the announcement of the referendum’s date.
